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Kultuuriministri poordumine

Ideed vajavad arenguks ja teostumiseks toetust ning Kultuur-
kapitali pohimotted ja voimalused sellist Idhenemist toetavadki.
Uus algatus tekib aktiivsest pinnasest - sellest, kui rikas on aeg ja
kui mahukas on olnud ajalugu, v6ib palju s6ltuda.

Nii on 2004. aasta laulu- ja tantsupeo aasta ning Kultuurkapitali
toetustest saab valja lugeda valmistumist selleks suurpeoks. Ka
kiimme aastat tagasi, Kultuurkapitali taasloomisel, laulis tollasel
laulupeol 33400 lauljat, esines 7883 tantsijat ja pillimeest. Suurt
huvi ja oskusi alles hoida ei ole lihtne —inimesele avanevad jarjest
uued valjakutsed. Samas on eestlastel ju sisemine kokkulepe, et
laulupeod jaavad.

Kultuurkapitali taasstinniaastal pandi nurgakivi Eesti Muusika-
akadeemia hoonele ja siivenes arusaam, et koos muusikaga
kasvanud lapsed peavad saama oma voimeid kutseliseks tege-
vuseks vdlja arendada. Muusikaelu on meil ikka mitmekilgne ja
siindmustest rikas. 2003. aasta helikunsti sihtkapitalile esitatud
taotlused ja eraldatud toetused kinnitavad seda vaidet. Nii on
koikide sihtkapitalidega.

Teatrite sdidud esindama eesti teatrikunsti rahvusvahelistele fes-
tivalidele on saanud naitekunsti sihtkapitali oluliseks eelistuseks.

Esimese Eesti teatrina kdis 1994. aastal tunnustatud rahvusvaheli-
sel Edinburghi teatrifestivalil Tallinna Linnateater EImo Niiganeni
lavastatud “Romeo ja Juliaga” ning jai seal kohe teatraalidele
silma. Edasised aastad on andnud veel mitmele teatrile véimaluse
vaarikaks osaluseks teatrimaailmas ja ikka Kultuurkapitali toel.
Kimne aasta statistika on ses osas ilmekas ja mahukas.

Kultuurkapitali osalemine kultuuriehitiste rahastamisel on uus,
lisandunud tegevus. Juba 192s5. aastal andis vastloodud Kul-
tuurkapital suure laenu Kadrioru staadioni rajamiseks. Uhiskonnal
oli seda vaja ja kunstimuuseumi ehitamine lahtub samasugusest
vajadusest.

Kultuuripoliitika seisukohast on Kultuurkapital demokraatliku ot-
sustuse hea ndide —voimalus tegijatena ise poliitikat kujundada.
Just seeparast on oluline ka pikem perspektiiv. Kokkuvotteks voib
Kultuurkapitali otsustest vélja lugeda toovoimalusi paljudele loo-
jatele, mis on kultuuriruumi toimimise iks moode. Stipendiumid,
toetused ja tellimused annavad voimaluse idee teoks teha.

on parit tollastest aruteludest. Ometi need read ei ole vananenud.
Jarelikult oli sisu digesti paigale pandud ja elujouline.

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In order to become reality, ideas need support and the principles
and opportunities of Cultural Endowment are there to provide it.
New initiatives spring from the active soil and much may depend
on the richness of the past and present.

The year 2004 is the year of song and dance festival and the
Cultural Endowment shows the signs of preparations for this
remarkable event. Ten years ago when the Cultural Endowment
was being recreated, 33 400 singers and 7883 dancers and
musicians took part in the song festival. Considering the new
challenges it is not easy to keep the interest and skills alive. Yet
the Estonians have agreed inside to continue the tradition of song
festivals.

In the year of the recreation of the Cultural Endowment the first
stone of the Estonian Academy of Music was laid and the concept
of children grown up in the musical environment receiving a
chance of putting their skills in use on the professional level was
accepted. The musical life in Estonia has always been versatile and
eventful.

The applications submitted to the Cultural Endowment and the
grants awarded are a good proof to this statement as it is with
most such institutions. The Endowment for Dramatic Art has
shown clear preference for the theatres representing Estonian
dramatic art at the international festivals. The first Estonian
theatre to perform at the internationally recognized Edinburgh
Theatre Festival was the Tallinn City Theatre with “Romeo and
Juliet” directed by EImo Niiganen in 1994, a play that caught the
immediate attention of the theatre experts. Due to the support
of the Cultural Endowment, other theatres have also been given
similar possibilities of dignified participation within the following
years. The statistics of this particular field can show outstanding
results achieved during these ten years.

In addition to this the Cultural Endowment has also started
financing the cultural buildings. In 1925 the recently established
Cultural Endowment provided a remarkable loan for founding
the Kadrioru Stadium. The stadium was necessary for the public
and the building of the Art Museum is also based on the similar
need. From the point of view of the cultural policy, the Cultural
Endowment provides an excellent example of democratic
decision-making, allowing the recipients to be actively involved in
the shaping of the politics. Hence the longer perspective proves
especially important. The decisions of the Cultural Endowment

present opportunities to many creative artists, which is one of the
parameters of the functioning cultural space. Scholarships, grants
and orders give many a chance to make their ideas come alive.

1925 may seem a distant history, but some of the things
mentioned above originate from the discussions of that era and
have yet not become old-fashioned. It must have been the essence
of the ideas that still holds strong.

Kultuurkapitali
juhataja poordumine

Eesti Kultuurkapital kui unikaalne organisatsioon, piiiiab iihenda-
da voimalikult tohusalt kolme erinevat liili — raha, raha jagamise
iile otsustajaid ning rahasaajaid. Kuid me ei taha olla lihtsalt
stipendiumide jagajad, vaid vaartustada labi nende protsesside
loomeinimesi ja arendada koige laiemas moéttes kultuurisfadri
Eestis.

Oleme o6la alla pannud pea koigile eesti kultuurimaastikul toi-
muvatele olulisematele kultuurisindmustele. Tegelikult tahaks
veel rohkemgi, kui voimalusi oleks. Eelkoige tunneme puudust
spetsiaalsest noortele, veel tunnustamata kunstnikele, lauljatele,
tantsijatele ja teistele loomeinimestele moeldud stipendiumidest.
On vaga raske labi lula, kui sul pole veel tuntud nime ja saavutu-
sed voivad tulemata jaada just rahanappuse tottu.

Samuti on vaeslapse osas teine aarmus, aktiivsest tegevusest juba
korvale jaanud ning vanaduspdlve pidavad loomeinimesed. Vaid
vahestele oleme seni suutnud tanutundega tehtu eest anda vai-
kest tuge elutddstipendiumide naol.

Paratamatult on rahajagamine seotud olukorraga, kus keegi saab
toetust ning samas jaab keegi ilma. See tekitab pingeid, kuna te-
gelikult pole ju kultuurimaastikul voimalik moaota kellegi paremust
sekundilise voi millimeetrise tapsusega, nagu spordivoistlustel.
Me usaldame oma eksperte, kes on Kultuurkapitali valitud vas-
tavate kultuuriala ihenduste voi organisatsioonide ettepanekul
parimate spetsialistide seast. Voin taiesti veendunult 6elda, et
stipendiumide jagamist otsustavad tipptegijad ja professionaalid,
kes valdavad oma valdkonna hetkeolukorda ning oskavad analiil-
sida ja teha parimaid valikuid. Eksperdid vahetuvad Kultuurkapita-
lis iga kahe aasta tagant ja see annab véimaluse kaasata lihikese
aja jooksul mitmeid eksperte.

Kui vaadata tagasi 2003. aastasse, siis see oli Kultuurkapitali
jaoks vaga oluline ja mitmete muudatuste aasta. Martsis joustus
Kultuurkapitali seaduse muudatus, millega seati piirangud varaga
tehingute tegemisel, konkretiseeriti vastutust, seadustati maa-
kondlike ekspertgruppide tegevus ning tookord, loodi siseauditi
lksus ja tegevdirektori institutsioon muudeti juhatuseks.

Mais valis Kultuurkapitali ndukogu maakondlike ekspertgruppide
uued koosseisud ning juulis kinnitati maakondlike ekspertgruppi-

de pohimaarus, mis reguleerib maakondlike ekspertgruppide to6d,
satestab tegevuse ulatuse ja piirangud ning vastutuse.

Alates 2003. aastast finantseerib riik Kultuurkapitali kaudu kahe
riiklikult tahtsa kultuuriobjekti ehitamist. 2006. aasta stigiseks
valmib Kunstimuuseumi uus hoone Kadriorus ja samaaegselt
ehitatakse Tartus Raadi moisakompleksis Eesti Rahva Muuseumi
hoidlaid ning renoveeritakse moisaparki.

Kultuurkapital vaatab lootusrikkalt ka tulevikku ja 2004. aastal,

kui moodub 10 aastat Eesti Kultuurkapitali taasloomisest, olemegi
pannud pohirdhu tookvaliteedi tousule ja todprotsesside kiiremale
ning profesionaalsemale toimimisele. Meie jaoks on oluline raha
taotlejate ja stipendiaatide rahulolu, aga samuti Eesti kultuuri
areng, vajalike ja oluliste loomeinimeste toetamine ning
kultuurisindmuste jatkusuutlik toimumine.

Usun, et 2005. aastal, kui Eesti Kultuurkapital tahistab asutamise
80. aastapaeva, oleme senisest paremini ning tohusamalt aitamas
loomeinimesel teostada hdid ideid ning suudame (iha rohkem
toetada eesti kultuurielus olulisi kultuurisindmusi.

The Cultural Endowment of Estonia is a unique organization
striving towards uniting most effectively three different factors
—money, those who decide on its distribution and those who
receive it. Yet we do not want to be solely the distributors of
money, but to apply these processes to appreciate creative people
and develop the Estonian cultural sphere in the widest sense.

We have supported most of the major cultural events in the
Estonian cultural field. We would very much like to do even more,
if we had the chance. First and foremost there is a lack of special
grants designed for young and not yet recognized artists, singers,
dancers and other creative people. Without a famous name it is
rather difficult to succeed and many of the achievements may not
occur because of the lack of money only.

Also those who have withdrawn from the active creation do not
receive sufficient attention. We have only managed to gratefully
support few of them with life’s work grants.

Distributing money involves inevitably some receiving it and

some who do not. This may cause tensions as it is not possible

to measure anybody’s contribution to the cultural sphere with

the millimetre or second precision as it can be done in sports.

We trust our experts who have been chosen to the Cultural
Endowment from among the best specialists by the organizations
or associations of the corresponding field. | am fully convinced
that decisions on the distribution of money are trusted to the
professionals who are aware of the current situations of their field
and are able to analyze and make the best choices. Experts change
every two years in the Cultural Endowment, which gives us the
opportunity to involve several experts within a short time.

Looking back on the last year we can say that it was an important
year of several changes. In March the amendment to the

Cultural Endowment of Estonia Act entered into force limiting
the transactions concerning the assets, specifying the liabilities,
regulating the activities and operating procedures of the county
expert groups, creating the unit of internal audit and changing
the institution of the executive director into the management
board.

In May the Supervisory Board of the Cultural Endowment
approved the memberships of the county expert groups and in
July the statute of the county expert groups was adopted stating
their scope of activity and the limitations and liabilities.

Since 2003 the state finances the building of two nationally
significant cultural sites through the Cultural Endowment. By
2006 the new Art Museum building will be finished in Kadriorg
and simultaneously the storage buildings of Estonian National
Museum are under construction and the park is being renovated
in Raadi Manor complex.

We look hopefully into the future and in 2004 when it is ten

years from the re-establishment of the Cultural Endowment of
Estonia, we strive towards increasing the work quality and more
effective and professional work processes. The contentment of
the applicants and recipients of grants is very important to us, but
we also value the development of Estonian culture, the support to
significant authors and the sustainability of the cultural events.

I believe that in 2005 when it will be the 8oth anniversary of the
foundation of the Cultural Endowment of Estonia, we have found
the way to help creative people to fulfil their ideas better and
more effectively and can give efficient support to the significant
cultural events in the Estonian cultural field.

Kirjanduse sihtkapital

Asta Trummel, sihtkapitali aseesimees

Kirjanduse sihtkapital toetab professionaalset kirjandust, nii
alguparast ilukirjandust kui ka metatekste, samuti eesti kultuuri-
pilti avardava vaarttolkekirjanduse avaldamist ja kultuurijarjepi-
devust toetavaid ning uuendusmeelseid loomingulisi projekte.

Me jagame raha ihtviisi nii mainekatele loojatele kui ka ande-
katele noortele. Naiteks toetasime Primo Levi teoste “Kas see

on inimene?” ja “Hingetdmbeaeg” véljaandmist. Mullu andis
Kultuurkapital raha ka Viiu Harmi luulekogu valjaandmiseks, eesti
lGhiproosa 1987-2002 kogumiku ullitamiseks ning Jaan Kaplinski
ja Walt Whitmani luuletustega laserplaadi valjaandmiseks.

Sihtkapital toetab esmajoones kirjanikke, kirjandusteadlasi ja
ilukirjanduse tolkijaid, kes saavad stipendiume loomeprotsessiga
tegelemiseks ja raamatute valjaandmiseks. Loovisikute ene-
setaiendamiseks on meil moeldud spetsiaalsed stipendiumid,
auhinnad ja reiside toetused.

Sihtkapital annab stipendiume ka thingutele ja
organistsioonidele, kelle eesmargiks on kirjanduse ja filoloogilise
kultuuri edendamine, kirjanduse populariseerimine, konverentsi-
de, loengute, seminaride ja teiste trituste korraldamine. Kindlasti
leiavad toetust need projektid, mis edendavad kirjandusalast rah-
vusvahelist suhtlust, osavotte rahvusvahelistest konverentsidest,
seminaridest ja raamatumessidest ning tootamist loomemajades.

llma Kultuurkapitali toetuseta oleks vaevalt toimunud rahvus-
vaheline luuletolke seminar Kdsmus ja Tallinnas, Euroopa kultuu-
riajakirjade aastakonverents Tallinnas ning Eesti kirjanduse ja
kirjastuste esindamine mainekal Géteborgi raamatumessil.

Teenekaid kirjanikke, kirjandusteadlasi ja ilukirjanduse tolkijaid
toetame abirahade ja lisapensionidega. Oluliseks peame ka kirja-
nike ja literaatide malestuse jaadvustamist.

Kirjanduse sihtkapitali eesmark on toetada kirjanduse ja kirjan-
dusparandi dokumenteerimist ja jaddvustamist, kirjandusarhii-
vide sdilitamist ja tutvustamist. Selleks oleme raha andnud eesti
kirjanduse tolkebibliograafia valjaandmiseks ja Eesti Teaduste
Akadeemia Marie Underi ja Friedebert Tuglase kirjanduskeskuse
fonoteegi restaureerimiseks.

Kirjanduse sihtkapital ei anna stipendiumi nendele taotlejatele,
kes on varem Kultuurkapitali raha ebaotstarbekalt kasutanud voi
kes pole eelmiste stipendiumide kohta esitanud aruandeid.
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Translation
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The Endowment for Literature supports professional literature,
both original fiction and metatexts and also the publication of
translations of classical literature that widen Estonian cultural
scope and innovative creative projects nurturing cultural
continuity.

We finance both renowned writers and talented young authors.
For example, we supported the publication of “Kas see on ini-
mene?” (“Is this a human being?”) and “Hingetombeaeg” (“Time
for breathing”) by Primo Levi. Last year the Cultural Endowment
financed the publication of Viiu Harm’s collection of poems, the
collection of Estonian short prose 1987-2002 and the CD with
poems by Jaan Kaplinski and Walt Whitman.

The Endowment supports first and foremost writers, literary
scientists and translators of fiction who receive grants for creative
activities and publishing of books. There are also special grants,
awards and travel grants for the individual development of
authors.

The Endowment also awards grants to associations and
organizations that aim to promote literature and philological
culture, encourage literature and organize conferences, lectures,
seminars and other events. Projects promoting international
literary interaction, participation in international conferences,
seminars and book fairs and working in creativity houses are
definitely subject to support.

Without the Cultural Endowment support the international
poetry translation seminar in Kasmu and Tallinn, the international
annual conference of European cultural journals in Tallinn or the
representation of Estonian literature and publishing houses at the
renowned Goteborg book fair would hardly have taken place.

The objective of the Endowment for Literature is to support
documentation and preservation of literature and literary heritage
and preservation and introduction of literary archives.

As an example we have provided funds for publishing the
bibliography of the translated Estonian literature and renovating
the recorded sound department in Marie Under and Friedebert
Tuglas Literature Centre in the Estonian Academy of Sciences.

For meritorious writers, literary scientists and translators of fiction
there are benefits and additional pensions. We also emphasize the

importance of keeping the memories of the writers and men of
letters alive.

The Endowment for Literature does not award grants to
applicants who have misused the Endowment funds or have failed
to submit reports on previous grants. Generally we do not support
amateur literature, commercial projects, entertainment literature
or reprints either.



Kujutava ja rakenduskunsti sihtkapital toetab otsingutele
suunatud professionaalset eesti kunsti, meie kunstnike osavottu
rahvusvahelistest iiritustest, rahvusvahelisi kunstiprojekte Eestis,
enesetdiendamist vilismaal ja kaalukamaid kunstipublikatsi-
oone. Igal aastal oleme eraldanud aastasi loomestipendiume
antud perioodil tihelepanu pélvivatele kunstnikele. Oleme
toetanud ka tahtsamate riiklike kunstikogude jarjepidevat tiien-
damist kaasaegse taidega ning Tallinna Kunstihoone, kui keskse
niiiidiskunsti nditusekorraldaja tegevust.

Stipendiume ei eralda me harrastuskunstile, turismireisidele,
kunstiopingutele bakalaureuse tasemel nii kodu- kui ka valismaal
ja ehitustegevusele. Samuti ei anna sihtkapital toimetulekutoe-
tusi ega tegevustoetusi eragaleriidele ning ei toeta kommerts-
ettevotmisi ning harrastajate thendusi.

Stipendiume saavad eelkdige need kunstnikud, kes osalevad
pidevalt kunstielus ning ka need uued tegijad, kelle loovus dratab
kunstitldsuse tahelepanu. Kohalike kunstilrituste toetamisel
eelistame neid, keda rahastab ka omavalitsus. Eestis on nlitidseks
juba hulk vdikelinnu saavutanud majanduslikult sellise heaolu, et
nad peaksid ka ise kunstiprojektidesse investeerima, nagemata
ainsa rahaallikana Kultuurkapitali. Rahalisel toetamisel oleme
arvestanud ka jarjepidevust, toetades Kultuurkapitali prioriteete
|abi aastate institutsioonidele ning Uritustele, mis on kestvad ning
viljakad. Samas on raha saanud ka uued, ent oma olemuselt veen-
vad ja eelkoige rahvusvahelised kunstiprojektid, mis integreerivad
eesti kunstnikke rahvusvahelisse kunstiellu. Nimetagem siinkohal
naiteks Mohni kunstifestivali.

Kuna kujutav kunst on vorreldes teiste kaunite kunstidega riik-
likult alafinantseeritud ning selle rahastamine on nditeks teatrist
voi muusikast ligi kimme korda vdiksem, siis oleks ilma meie
toetuseta halvatud peamiste riiklike kunstiinstitutsioonide, nagu
naiteks Tallinna ja Tartu Kunstimuuseumi, Tallinna Kunstihoone
ja Kaasaegse Kunsti Eesti Keskuse tegevus. Jaaksid ara paljud
kunstiprojektid ja nditused, ei oleks tanapdeva kunsti oste ega
mitmeid publikatsioone. Kunstihoone puhul kerkiks Ules isegi
tema eksisteerimise ning pideva lahtioleku probleem, sest siin
finantseerime peaaegu koiki naitusi.

llma Kultuurkapitalita, mis finantseerib arvatavasti koiki Eesti tun-
tud kunstnikke ja veelgi enam - valdavat osa koigist tegutsevatest
kunstnikest, oleks meie kujutav kunst [abinisti provintslik, sisse-
poole podratud loomusega harrastuskunst. Tanapdeva tarbimis-

thiskonnas on moeldamatu kutselise kunsti eksistents ilma min-
gisuguse riikliku toetuseta, eriti olukorras, kus erakapital on nork
ning selle joukam pool orienteerunud ajaviitelise massikultuuri
sponsoreerimisele. Eesti Ghiskond pole veel teadvustanud avaliku
ruumi tahtsust ja tahendust tehiskeskkonna inimlikustamisel,
milles olulise elemendina voiks esineda just kujutav kunst. Kunsti
sotsiaalne roll on meil teadvustatud vaid teoreetiliselt ning kitsalt
asjatundjate seas, kandumata veel reaalsesse ellu. Siin on oluline
tegevusvali riiklikel kunstiinstitutsioonidel, muuhulgas ka Kultuur-
kapitalil.

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The Endowment for Visual and Applied Arts is set to support
the search-focusing professional Estonian art, the participation
of our artists in the international events, the international art
projects carried out in Estonia, training facilities abroad and
more substantial art publications. Every year we have allocated
annual creative grants to the artists deserving consideration
within the given period. We have also consistently subsidised
the supplementing of national art collections with modern
works of art and the activities of the Tallinn Art Hall, the central
exhibitioner of the modern art.

The grants are not allocated for amateur art, tourism, art studies
on the BA level both in Estonia and other countries or construction
activities. The endowment is also not intended for granting
subsistence benefits or activity supports for private galleries, also
excluding commercial events and amateur associations.

Endowments are designed to support the artists actively
participating in the field of art and also those whose creation
appeals to the artistic public. In supporting local art events we
prefer to support those financed by the local governments as

well. In Estonia many of the smaller towns have already reached
economic prosperity that allows them to contribute to art projects
without seeing the Cultural Endowment as the sole financial
resource. In granting the endowments we also consider the notion
of continuity setting the priorities of the Cultural Endowment
throughout the years on the productive and lasting events and
institutions. Some of the funds have been allocated to the new,
yet convincing and preferably international art projects that prove
helpful in integrating Estonian artists into the international art
world. A good example of such projects would be the Mohn Art
Festival.

As the visual art compared to all other fine arts tends to be
underfinanced on the national scale and the financing of, for
instance, drama art or music exceeds it by approximately ten
times, the activity of the main national art institutions would be
seriously affected if not for the help of the Cultural Endowment.
Many art projects and exhibitions would be cancelled and modern
art related purchases and numerous publications would not come
into being. In case of the Art Hall even the question of its existence
and opening times would arise, as now almost all exhibitions are
financed by the Cultural Endowment.

Without the Cultural Endowment that probably supports most of

the eminent artists and also the majority of all active artists in Es-
tonia, our visual art would be provincial and introvert amateur art.
Without any state benefits the professional art would not survive

in the modern consumer society, especially in the situation of the

insubstantial private capital whereas the more prosperous part of
it concentrates on supporting the mass entertainment.
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Arhitektuuri sihtkapital

Arhitektuuri sihtkapitali eesmark on kaasa aidata nii arhitektuuri
kunstilise poole kui ka sotsiaalse tundlikkuse ja kunstiteaduse
elujou sdilitamisele, tutvustada igakiilgselt arhitektide tegevust
ning tohustada arhitektuurialast kasvatust. Peale arhitektuuri
toetab sihtkapital ka teisi valdkondi - sisearhitektuuri, sisekujun-
dust, disaini, kunstiajalugu, - teadust ja - teooriat, maastikuarhi-
tektuuri, restaureerimist, erinevaid muuseume ja vihemalt viies
erinevas korgkoolis mitmete erialade 6petamist.

Stipendiumide jagamisel on eelistatud kindlad ja riskivabad pro-
jektid, sihtkapital ei eralda pelgalt abirahadena mojuvaid toetusi.
Samas toetab Kultuurkapital erialaselt vaartuslikke algatusi,
millele on mujalt raske raha saada. Vaga soosivalt suhtub siht-
kapital projektidesse, mis edendavad arhitektuurialast tegevust
valjaspool pealinna.

Sihtkapital toetab rahvusvahelistel erialaliritustel ja — naitustel
osalemist, arhitektuurindituste, seminaride, konverentside ja
teadusurituste korraldamist, rahvusvahelistesse erialastesse
uhendustesse kuulumist, kaasaegse arhitektuuri voi arhitek-
tuuriparandi dokumenteerimist, jdddvustamist ja uurimist, arhi-
tektuuriarhiivide ja — kollektsioonide sdilitamist ning tutvustamist,
magistri- ja doktoriopet valisriikide tlikoolides ning taiendkoo-
litust, osalemist Socrates/Erasmus haridusprogrammides ning
tudengirihmade oppepraktikat ja - reise.

Toetust antakse ka erialakirjanduse tellimiseks erinevatele korg-
koolide raamatukogudele ning erialaste ajakirjade, - kataloogide ja
uurimuste valjaandmiseks. Koostd0s kultuuriministeeriumi ja aja-
kirjade toimetustega otsib sihtkapital ajakirjade valjaandmiseks
lisarahastamise voimalusi. Arhitektuuri sihtkapital on osaliselt
toetanud ka avalike arhitektuurikonkursside korraldamist. Sel
aastal on sihtkapitali ks eemarke toetada 2004. aasta Veneetsia
arhitektuuribiennaalil osalemist. Kultuurkapitali toetust saavad ka
ka Eesti Arhitektide Liit ja Eesti Sisearhitektide Liit.

Tuleb tunnistada, et arhitektuuri sihtkapital tegutseb suures

osas “riigi kaepikendusena”, see tahendab, et sihtkapitali 6lul on
projektid, mida voiks rahastada riik. Kokkuvottes voib oelda, et ar-
hitektuuri sihtkapital toetab korgetasemelisi projekte, mis aitavad
kaasa kohaliku arhitektuurielu edendamisele ja rahvusliku arhitek-
tuuri dokumenteerimisele ning eesti arhitektuuri tutvustamisele
kohalikul ja rahvuslikul tasandil.

Sihtkapital ei toeta ehitus- ja renoveerimistoode praktilist teosta-

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mist. Samuti ei anta pikaajalisi loomestipendiume, mis on tingitud
osalt sellest, et arhitektidelt ei eeldata vabakutselise staatust.
Raha ei anta ka laiale publikumenule voi kommertsliku suunaga
uritusteks ning telesaadete tegemiseks.

The Endowment for Architecture is designed to help preser-

ve the artistic aspect of architecture, the social sensitivity

and the science of art, introduce various works of architects
and rationalize the architectural education. In addition to
architecture, the Endowment also supports other fields such as
interior architecture, interior design, design, art history, science
and theory of art, landscape architecture, restoration, various
museums and the teaching of several subjects in at least five
higher education institutions.

In dividing the grants the stable and risk-free projects are
preferred and the Endowment refuses to allocate funds only as
benefits. The Cultural Endowment supports any professionally

valuable initiatives that are not financed by any other institutions.

The special favor belongs to the projects that aim to promote
architectural activities outside the capital city Tallinn.

The Endowment supports participation in the international
architectural events and exhibitions, organization of the
architectural exhibitions, seminars, conferences and scientific
events, membership of professional associations, documentation,
recording and research of the architectural heritage, preservation
and introduction of architectural archives and collections, the
MA and Doctoral studies in foreign universities and professional
training, participation in Socrates/Erasmus programmes and
professional traineeship and study trips for student groups.

The grants may also be applied for ordering the professional
literature to the libraries of the higher education institutions, but
also for the publication of specialist magazines, catalogues and
researches. In cooperation with the Ministry of Culture and the
editorial offices the Endowment tries to find additional ways for
financing the publication of the magazines.

The Endowment for Architecture has also partially supported
the organization of the public architectural competitions. This
year one of the goals is to support the participation in the Venice
International Biennale of Architecture in 2004. The Cultural
Endowment also provides grants for the Estonian Architects’
Association and the Estonian Interior Architects Association.

Yet it must be admitted that the Endowment for Architecture

is responsible for many projects that should in an ideal case be
financed by the state —the high-level projects that promote the
local architecture, the documenting of the national architecture

Peeter Pere, Chairman of the Endowment
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and the introduction of the Estonian architecture both on local
and international level.

The Endowment does not support practical construction and
renovation works. Also the long-term grants are not provided as
the architects are not expected to be freelancers.



Audiovisuaalse kunsti sihtkapital

Endel Koplimets, sihtkapitali esimees

Kultuurkapital toetab filmipdevade ja - festivalide korraldamist,
filmi- ja fotograafiaalast kirjastamist ja loometegevust, osale-
mist festivalidel, seminaridel ja tdiendkoolitustel ning anima-,
dokumentaal- ja méangufilmide tootmist. Eakad ja teenekad filmi-
tegijad saavad sihtkapitalilt toetust juubeliiirituste labiviimiseks,
majanduslikuks abiks ning raviks.

Audiovisuaalse kunsti sihtkapital ei anna raha vara soetamiseks,
tldjuhul korghariduse omandamiseks Eestis, televisioonisaadete,
ajaviitemangude, filmide voi muude audiovisuaaltoodete tegemi-
seks, mille sisu on kaupade voi teenuste turustamine voi reklaam.
Samuti ei eralda sihtkapital raha filmidele, mis on pornograafilise
sisuga, vagivalda propageerivad, avalikult inimvaarikust solvavad,
ohutavad rahvuste voi rasside vahelist vaenu ja vihkamist voi on
muul viisil seadusevastase sisuga.

Sihtkapitali ndukogu langetab otsused lihthaalte enamusega.
Shtkapitali koosolekud on kinnised ja rahade eraldamisega seotud
arutelusid ei avalikustata. Otsuste tegemisel peame kinni eelne-
vate sihtkapitalide koosseisude vilja kujundatud traditsioonidest,
et tagada eesti filmikultuuri areng ja filmitootmise jarjepidevus.

Viimastel aastatel on sihtkapital andnud ligi 60 % oma eelarvest
mangu-, dokumentaal-, anima- ja eksperimentaalfilmide toot-
miseks. Jatkuvalt toetame filmitegijate taiendkoolitust filmipro-
jektide arendamise alal, mis aitab kaasa filmitegijate professio-
naalsuse tostmisele.

Sihtkapital toetab tliopilaste diplomitddde tegemist ning tuden-
gite oppimist vdlismaa filmikoolides. Edaspidi tahame tihedamalt
kasutada meile antud digust naidata lles omapoolset initsiatiivi
audiovisuaalse kunsti edendamise ja propageerimise seisukohalt
oluliste projektide algatamiseks, auhindade ja preemiate maara-
miseks.

Oluliseks peame mitmesuguste amatéorfilmifestivalide ja Grituste
labiviimist, samuti fotograafiaalaste projektide ja kirjastamis-
tegevuse toetamist, mis ei saa raha mujalt, kuid on meie kultuuri-
pildis olulised. Sellisteks Kultuurkapitali toetatud projektideks on
naiteks Oie Orava raamat , Tallinnfilmi ma ngufilmid®, fotoajakiri
“Cheese” ning Eesti Filmiamatdoride Liidu amatéorfilmide
festival.

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The Endowment for Audio-Visual Art supports organization of
film festivals, creativity and publications in the field of film and
photography, participation in the festivals, seminars and training
courses and also production of documentaries, animated and
feature films. Elderly and meritorious filmmakers have received
grants for jubilee events, financial aid and medical treatment.

The Endowment for Audio-Visual Art does not provide funds

for obtaining property, acquiring higher education in Estonia or
producing television programmes, entertainment games, films
or other audio-visual means aimed at marketing or promoting of
goods or services. The Endowment does not allocate money for
films with pornographic content, promoting violence, publicly
insulting human dignity, inciting to ethnic or racial feud or being
against the law in any other manner.

The supervisory board of the Cultural Endowment adopts
resolutions by a single majority. The meetings are closed and the
discussions concerning the allocation of money are not a subject
to public disclosure. In adopting the resolutions we follow the
traditions set by the previous memberships of the Endowments
in order to preserve the continuity of film production and
development of film culture.

In recent years about 60 % of the Endowment budget has

been spent on the production of documentaries, experimental,
animated and feature films. We continually support the training
of the filmmakers on the development of film projects, thus
promoting the increase in professionalism in this particular area.
The Endowment also supports writing of the BA theses and the
studies in the film schools abroad. Eventually we are going to
practice the right of showing the initiative in promoting audio-
visual art, initiating projects and granting prizes and awards
necessary for achieving these objectives.

Various amateur film festivals and events but also projects
and publications related to photography that receive no other
grants but are substantial in our cultural space are considered
especially significant. A book “Tallinnfilmi mangufilmid”
(“Tallinnfilm Feature Films”) by Oie Orav, photographic journal
“Cheese” and the amateur film festival organized by the Esto-
nian Film Amateur Union provide a few good examples of such
projects.

Jaan-Eik Tulve, sihtkapitali aseesimees

Kultuurkapital toetab enamikke Eestis toimuvaid muusikafestiva-
le - nii vdiksemate kontsertorganisatsioonide ja eraisikute poolt
korraldatavaid kontserte kui ka Eesti Kontserdi suuriiritusi.

Slivamuusika projektidel on vaga raske sponsoreid leida, seetottu
on Kultuurkapital koikide nende projektide olulisim partner.
Naitena voib mainida suuri festivale nagu Eesti Muusika Pdevad,
Tallinna Orelifestival, Haapsalu Vanamuusika Festival, samuti toe-
tame paljusid Eesti Filharmoonia Kammerkoori ja NYYD Ensemble
valisreise.

Kultuurkapitali abiga on kainud kontsertturneedel ka mitmed
teised muusikakollektiivid. Toetanud oleme ka orelite restauree-
rimist, noodigraafika teostamist, heliplaatide valjaandmist ning
levitamist ning valisesinejate Eestisse kutsumist.

Sihtkapital toetab noorte muusikute koolitust, sealhulgas statsio-
naarset korgkooliopet valismaal, Eestis toimuvaid meistrikursusi
ja noorte muusikute osavottu rahvusvahelistest konkurssidest.
Lisaks vaiksematele toetustele jagas sihtkapital tanavu esimest
korda vilja viis suuremat stipendiumit valismaal oppivatele eesti
muusikalliopilastele.

Kokkuvottes toetab sihtkapital peamisel projektipohiste muu-
sikaurituste korraldamist, loome- ja teadusalast tegevust ning
noorte muusikute koolitust. Helikunsti sihtkapital ei toeta
amatoor- ja hobitegevust ning alg- ja kesktasemel muusika-
opinguid.

Stipendiumide eraldamisel voetakse arvesse projekti eeldatavat
kvaliteeti ning téendosust, et loodetava tulemuseni toesti jou-
takse. Sihtkapitali positiivsele otsusele eraldada stipendium aitab
kaasa see, kui projektil on ka teisi toetajaid.

Otsuste tegemisel on monevorra maaravaks ka see, milline on
sihtkapitali noukogusse kuuluvate isikute maitse. Kuna eelmise
aasta Iopus alustas t6od uus koosseis, on mingil maaral muutu-
nud ka stipendiumisaajate ring.

Otsust moekamaks muutumiseks pole vastu voetud ja arvan, et
seda ei tuleks ka kunagi teha. Vaart sisu voib olla tikskdik millises
vormis ja rahajagamine peab olema nii erapooletu kui vahegi
saab. See erapooletus kehtib aga ka niinimetatud moodsa muu-
sika puhul.

Loomulikult on kultuuripoliitika Gheks Glesandeks tagada loomin-
gu ning loovisikute pidev areng ning luua neile vdimalused selleks.
Muusika puhul aga ei saa me raakida pidevast uudsusest, kuna
geniaalset muusikat, mis mojub taiesti varskena ka tanapaeval, on
loodud igal ajastul.

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The Cultural Endowment supports the majority of the music
festivals in Estonia — both the concerts organized by smaller
concert organizations and private persons but also the major
events in the The State Concert Institute Eesti Kontsert.

It is very difficult for the professional music projects to attract
sponsorship, which makes the Cultural Endowment the most
important partner in all such projects. Eesti Muusika Pdevad (Esto-
nian Music Days), Tallinn Organ Festival and Haapsalu Early Music
Festival provide a good example here and we also support many
foreign tours of the Estonian Philharmonic Chamber Choir and the
NYYD Ensemble.

The Cultural Endowment support has also enabled various other
music groups to organize their concert tours. We have also
provided means for restoring organs, producing music graphics,
issuing and distributing music records and presenting foreign
performers on Estonian stages.

The Endowment provides funds for educating young musicians,
including full-time studies abroad, professional courses in Estonia
and participation in the international competitions. In addition to
smaller grants, this year the Endowment also allocated five larger
scholarships to the Estonian music students studying abroad.

On the whole the Endowment tends to support project-based
music events, creative and scientific activities and the education
of young musicians. The Endowment for Music does not support
amateur and recreational activities and music studies on the
primary and secondary level.

In allocating the grants the presumable quality and the probability
to succeed are taken into account. The Endowment is more likely
to support a project that has attracted other supporters as well.

In adopting the resolutions the taste of the members of the
Endowment panel also plays a significant role. As the last year
witnessed the change of membership, the recipients of the grants
have changed correspondingly. There have been no resolutions for
modernization and my opinion is, there shouldn’t be any. It is the
essence that is important and not the form and the allocations

of money should be as impartial as possible. The impartiality also
applies to the so-called modern music.

Naturally the objectives of the cultural politics include securing

the continuous development of creation and creative individuals
and give them opportunities enabling them to advance. In music,
however, it is not possible to speak about continuous novelty as
brilliant music that strikes us with its freshness even nowadays
has been played throughout the human history.
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Naitekunsti sihtkapital

Néitekunsti sihtkapital annab raha uute teatrilavastuste loo-
miseks, koolitusteks, valismaalt huvitavate tegijate Eestisse
kutsumiseks, teatrikirjanduse kirjastamiseks, enesetdiendamise
vilisreisideks, esinemisteks vdlismaal ning teatrifestivalide kor-
raldamiseks. Raha ei saa need taotlejad, kel eelmiste stipendiu-
mide kasutamise kohta on aruanded esitamata. Me ei anna raha
tagantjarele juba toimunud iiritustele ning isetegevusiiritustele.

Stipendiumide eraldamisel jargib naitekunsti sihtkapital pohimo-
tet, et toetused jouaksid valjapaistvate teatriloojateni. Samas on
raha kérval vaga tahtis tunnustuse faktor, kuna lisaks materiaalse-
le toetusele vajavad loojad ka esiletoomist.

Stipendiumidel on erinevad “kaalukategooriad”, mis arvestavad
teatri spetsiifikat ja voimaldavad ara markida nii noori kui ka staa-
zikaid tegijaid, raakimata parimas loomejous teatritegelastest.
Stipendiumide maaramisel pliiame silmas pidada teatri eri alade
inimesi, jagame toetusi nditlejatele, lavastajatele, kunstnikele ja
teiste erialade esindajatele.

Sihtkapital on oma tods viimasel ajal putdnud olla initsiatiivikam
ja mitte piirduda taotluste labivaatamisega, vaid algatada
ise projekte, millest voiks eesti teatris midagi head stindida. Nii on
algatatud naiteks telelavastuse ja teatriprojekti konkursid.

Sihtkapitalile laekub palju rahataotlusi harivate reiside jaoks. Loo-
mulikult on Londoni, New Yorgi ja teiste teatrikeskuste kilastused
harivad ja annavad loomeimpulsse ning voimaluste piires on
naitekunsti sihtkapital neid taotlusi ka rahuldanud.

Samas naib olevat maoistlikum koolitusi |abi viia Eestis, kuna heade
lektorite, Opetajate ja professionaalide kaudu saaks enesetdien-
dust siin suurem hulk inimesi. Kultuurkapital rahastab jatkuvalt
valislavastajate Eestisse kutsumist, kes on toonud siia varske
|ahenemise, uusi laade ja teistsugust motlemist.

Sihtkapitali jaoks on Uks olulisemaid Gritusi teatrifestival Balto-
scandal, mis on endale tanaseks Eestis leidnud kindla koha.
Baltoscandalil saab ndha otsingulist teatrit, mis pakub uuendus-
likke lahenemisteid. Teatrifestivalidest peab nditekunsti sihtkapi-
tal vajalikuks toetada lisaks Baltoscandalile veel kahte biennaali
- Talve6o Unenagu ja Draama.

Moodsal tantsul puudub riiklik tugi. Seetdttu on Kultuurkapital
andnud raha ka moodsa tantsu uuslavastustele. Paljud neist on

osalenud Euroopa erinevatel tantsufestivalidel, tutvustades seal
eesti kultuuri.

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The Endowment for Dramatic Art provides funds for creating new
stage plays, professional training, inviting interesting foreign
authorities to Estonia, publishing theatre-related materials,
foreign trips aimed at personal development, performing abroad
and organizing theatre festivals. Money is not allocated to
applicants who have failed to submit their reports on the use of
the previous grants. We do not provide any retrospective financial
aid for the events or amateur activities that have already taken
place.

In distributing the grants the Endowment for Dramatic Art follows
the principle of supporting outstanding authors. Yet, since the
authors do not only need financial support but also recognition,
the acknowledgement is as important as the money.

Grants follow different scales, considering the individual nature
of the theatre, thus allowing the recognition of both the younger
and the long-time authors, not to mention those in their creative
prime. In awarding the grants we strive towards recognizing
people from different areas, supporting actors, directors, artists
and representatives of other fields.

The Endowment has aimed at not being the institution merely
going through the applications but also showing greater initiative
and initiate projects that might succeed on the Estonian stages.
Many competitions for television plays and theatre projects have
sprung from that initiative.

The Endowment receives numerous applications for the educative
foreign trips. Naturally, the visits to London, New York and

other theatre centres contain an educative element and evoke
creativity and the Endowment for Dramatic Art has satisfied

such applications to certain extent. Nevertheless it seems more
practical to conduct any training events in Estonia, as more people
would benefit from the outstanding lecturers, teachers and
professionals here.

The Cultural Endowment continues to finance the invitations to
the foreign directors who have brought along fresh approaches,
different styles and unconventional ideas. One of the most
important events for the Endowment is the theatre festival
Baltoscandal that has established itself firmly in the Estonian
cultural sphere. Baltoscandal introduces the theatre in search,
offering a range of novel solutions. In addition to Baltoscandal the
Endowment for Dramatic Art also supports two other biennales

—the Winter Night’s Dream (Talve66 Unenégu) and the Drama.

Alarge number of the applications submitted to the Endowment
represent modern dance that receives no support on the state’s
part. Therefore the Cultural Endowment has also provided

funds for the modern dance productions, many of which

have participated in different European dance festivals, thus
introducing the Estonian culture.

Rahvakultuuri sihtkapital toetab mitmeid festivale ja suuriiritusi:
laulu- ja tantsupidu, Viljandi parimusmuusikafestivali, folkloo-
rifestivali Baltica ning Voru folkloorifestivali. Laulu- ja tantsupeo
puhul voib radkida pidevast protsessilisest arengust, mida Kul-
tuurkapital on toetanud labi koori- ja rahvatantsuliikumise ning
rahvariidekultuuri.

Suurte projektide korval saavad raha ka rahvakultuuri valdkonna
keskseltside suurprojektid ja lle-eestilise voi rahvusvahelise taht-
susega tugiprojektid, naiteks erinevad parimuslaagrid ja t66toad.
Sihtkapitali liks eesmarke on toetada noortekultuuri kui tanapae-
va rahvakultuuri. Naiteks saab meilt tuge Koolitantsu festival, mis
esindab noorte kaasaegset tantsukultuuri.

Kultuurkapitalilt saavad raha veel harrastusteatrite festivalid,
rahvapillimangijad instrumentide soetamiseks ning rahvakul-
tuuriga seonduv teadus- ja kirjastustegevus. Toetame neid
projekte, mis arendavad rahvusvahelisi kontakte rahvakultuuri
valdkonnas ning teisi rahvaharidusega seotud projekte. Muu-
hulgas toetame opinguid valismaal, kuid tingimusel, et oppur
rakendab oma teadmisi Eestis.

Korvale jadvad need taotlused, mille juurde pole lisatud vajalikku
tutvustavat materjali voi kasikirja, muusikat tutvustavat naidis-
plaati voi hinnapakkumisi projektiga seotud teostajatelt.

Sihtkapital ei toeta tldjuhul neid projekte, milles pole naidatud
adekvaatset omaosalust ja/voi levitusplaani ning mugitulu.
Taotlejad, kes on esitanud ebaproportsionaalselt ilepaisutatud
voi ebareaalsed taotlusi, jadvad samuti toetusest ilma. Me ei anna
stipendiume ka rahvakultuuri valdkonnaga mitteseotud ja kohali-
ku tahtsusega ettevotmistele.

Rahvakultuuri sihtkapital hindab uleriigilise voi rahvusvahelise
tahtsusega projekte, mis arendavad rahvakultuuri valdkonda ning
mis on vormistatud sisuliselt labimdeldult ja optimeeritult.

Avalduste hulk sihtkapitalile on kasvanud hippeliselt, seoses selle-
ga on suurenenud ka sihtkapitali tédmaht nendega tutvumisel.
Viimaste arengusuundadena voib markida seda, et valdkonna pii-
rid avarduvad, kaasajastuvad ning jarjest rohkem projekte vaatleb
end kas osaliselt voi tdielikult rahvakultuuri kuuluvana.

The Endowment for Folk Culture supports various festivals and
major events like the Song and Dance Festival, Viljandi Folk Music
Festival, International Folklore Festival Baltica and Voru Folklore
Festival. The Song and Dance Festival represents continuous
development process that the Cultural Endowment has supported
through choral music, folk dance and the tradition of folk
costumes.

Besides large-scale projects some funds are also allocated to the
outstanding projects of smaller folk societies and support projects
of national or international significance, such as folklore camps
and workshops. The Endowment also strives towards supporting
youth culture as the modern folk culture. For instance, we support
the School Dance Festival that represents the modern dance
culture of young people.

The Cultural Endowment also provides financial means

for amateur theatre festivals, folk musicians for acquiring
instruments and scientific and literary work related to folk culture.
We support projects encouraging international contacts in the
field of folk culture and other projects connected with national
education. Among other things we support studies abroad on
condition that the acquired knowledge will be put into practice in
Estonia.

The applications lacking in necessary introductory materials or
manuscripts, sample records or cost proposals from the persons
involved in carrying out the project will be left aside. In general
the Endowment does not support projects that do not involve
sufficient personal contribution and/or distribution plan or
returns on sales. Applicants submitting over-exaggerated or
unrealistic applications will not receive any support either. We
also do not allocate money for events not connected with the
field of folk culture or to events of local significance only. The
Endowment for Folk Culture values projects of notable national
or international importance that help to develop folk culture and
have been well and optimally organised as to their content and
form.

The number of applications submitted to the Endowment
has increased remarkably, increasing also the workload of the
Endowment in examining these. The latest tendencies have
shown the broadening and modernization of the boundaries
of the field and more and more projects regard themselves as
belonging either partially or fully to the folk culture.

Sven Sommer, sihtkapitali esimees Sven Sommer, Chairman of the Endowment
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Kehakultuuri ja spordi sihtkapital toetab eesti sportlaste tree-
ningettevalmistust ja rahvusvahelistel voistlustel osalemist
ning Eestis labiviidavaid spordivdistlusi ja -liritusi. Raha antakse
ka regionaalse spordielu arendamiseks ning spordiorganisat-
sioonide poolt tunnustatud mittetéotavatele kehakultuuri- ja
sporditegelastele. Toetame spordiga seotud info-, 6ppe- ja
juhendmaterjalide ning triikiste viljaandmist, sporditeemalisi
koolitusiiritusi, rahvusvahelistel koolitustel osalemist ning
sporditeemaliste rakendusuuringute labiviimist.

Kehakultuuri ja spordi sihtkapital ei toeta spordirajatiste ehitus-,
remondi- ja halduskulude katmist, spordiorganisatsioonide
halduskulude katmist, kontoritehnika ja -tarvete ning spordivarus-
tuse ostmist. Me ei rahasta Eesti meistrivoistluste korraldamist ja
nendel osalemist. Kultuurkapitali toetuseta jddvad need taotlejad,
kes kiisivad raha osalemiseks taiskasvanute tiitlivoistlustel, har-
rastusspordivoistlustel ning Eesti-sisestel voistlustel. Sihtkapital

ei toeta tahtpdevade, pidustuste ja autasustamiste korraldamist,
spordiorganisatsioonide juhtimiskoosolekute korraldamist ning
litsentside ostmist ja liikmemaksude tasumist.

Taotluse eduka labimise eelduseks on selge ja labipaistev projekt
koos eelarvega. Samuti tuleks silmas pidada seda, et sihtkapitali
funktsioon on eelkdige toetay, lldjuhul ei moodusta meie osa

lle 50% projekti eelarvest. Eelistuse saavad need projektid, mida
toetavad alaliidud voi maakonna spordiliidud. Sihtkapital ei kasitle
taotlusi, mis on esitatud parast taotluse aluseks oleva Urituse
toimumist ega taotlusi, mille esitaja pole esitanud lepingus fik-
seeritud tahtajaks nouetekohast aruannet.

Lisaks arvestame projektide puhul mitmeid tingimusi, mis soltu-
vad projekti iseloomust. Spordialade puhul on nendeks naiteks ala
kandepind ja positsioon Eestis, Euroopas ja maailmas, aga ka aren-
gukava, tegevuskava ja reaalse eelarve olemasolu. Urituste puhul
arvestame naiteks traditsioone ja massilisust, aga ka erinevate
vanusegruppide ja sugude kaasatust ning the olulisema tegurina
jatkusuutlikkus. Uritame empiiriliselt hinnata ka kasutegurit.

Sihtkapitali enda eesmark on selgete tegevuspohimatete
kirjeldamine — oleme tapselt sonastanud prioriteetsed valdkonnad
ja mittetoetatavad valdkonnad. See on hoidnud ara hilisemaid tar-
betuid vaidlusi. PiGame raha suunata nendesse valdkondadesse,
mille toetuse saamine mujalt on kasin. Seetottu eelistame toetada
19-23-aastaseid noorsportlasi ning anname valja stipendiumi
“Noor ja andekas”, mis on moeldud kuni18-aastastele noorsport-

lastele, keda ritk monel muul viisil juba ei toeta. Kuna rakendus-
uuringud on Eestis olnud pidevalt alarahastatud valdkond, siis
oleme viimasel ajal oluliselt toetanud ka sporditeadust.

Olulise panuse oleme andnud nii uleriigiliste projektide, naiteks
“10 olimpiastarti” kui ka regionaalsete projektide teostumisse,
naiteks maakondlikud spordimangud. Ka koolituste tase on olnud
paljuski tanu Kultuurkapitalile stabiilselt korge. Sihtkapitali kaas-
abil on viimastel aastatel tousnud oluliselt aastas valja antavate
trikiste hulk ja kvaliteet, teiste hulgas toetame Eesti Spordilehe
valjaandmist.

The Endowment for Physical Fitness and Sport supports
preparations and participation of Estonian athletes in the
international competitions and also competitions and events
carried out in Estonia. Money is also distributed for developing
local sports life and the non-working fitness and sports figures
approved by sports organizations. We support the publishing of
sports-related information, learning materials and instructions
and various publications, sports-related training events,
participation in international training and applied researches
connected to sports.

Endowment for Physical Fitness and Sport does not provide
funds for covering the building, renovation or administrative
expenditures for sports structures or for administrative expenses,
office equipment and supplies and sports equipment for sports
organizations. We do not allocate money for organizing Estonian
championships or participation in such events. There will be no
Cultural Endowment support for applicants hoping to receive
financial aid for participating in adult championships, amateur
sports competitions and competitions taking place in Estonia.

A successful application requires clear and understandable

project accompanied by budget. The fact that the Endowment
acts as purely supportive organisation should also be taken into
consideration —we generally do not contribute more than 5o
percent of the budget. Our preference lies with projects that are
supported by sports federations or county sports associations.

The Endowment does not accept applications submitted after the
events that form the basis for such applications have taken place
or applications where the applicant has failed to submit the report
required by the contract.

Other conditions may also be taken into consideration according
to the nature of the project. In case of sports events such
conditions are for instance, popularity and position in Estonia,
Europe and world, but also the development plan, activity plan
and the existence of real budget. In case of other events we also
consider traditions and scale but also involvement of different
age groups and genders, whereas one of the key concepts is
sustainability. We also attempt to evaluate efficiency of such
events.

The Endowment strives toward describing clearly the principles
of action —we have precisely stated our priority areas and those
subject to no support. This approach enables us to avoid any

needless arguments later on. We try to finance these areas
that receive no support from other institutions. Therefore our
preference lies with young athletes aged 19-23 and we award a
grant “Young and Talented” that is designed for athletes of up
to 18 years of age who receive no state support. As the applied
research has always been an underfinanced area in Estonia, we
have also allocated notable funds to the science of sport.

Our contribution has been remarkable in national projects,

such as 10 Olympic Starts, but also in the realization of regional
projects, such as county athletic games. It is also due to the
Cultural Endowment that the training levels have been kept high.
With the help of the Endowment the number and quality of the
publications issued in a year has also increased and among many
others we support the issuing of the sports newspaper Spordileht.

Sissejuhatus

Eesti Kultuurkapital (edaspidi Kultuurkapital) on avalik-6iguslik juriidiline isik, kelle tegevuse eesmark on kunstide, rahvakultuuri, kehakultuuri
ja spordi ning kultuuriehitiste rajamise ja renoveerimise toetamine rahaliste vahendite sihiparase kogumise ja sihtotstarbelise jagamise kau-
du. Kultuurkapitali stipendiumid Uksikisikutele vordsustatakse riiklike stipendiumidega.

Kultuurkapital toetab Eesti Kultuurkapitali seaduses nimetatud kultuurivaldkondi alkoholi- ja tubakaaktsiisist ning hasartmangumaksust
laekuvatest tuludest, pohikapitalilt teenitavast tulust, Kultuurkapitali heaks tehtavatest varalistest annetustest ja parandustest, muust majan-
dustegevusest tulenevast tulust ja muudest laekumistest.

Eesti Kultuurkapitalile oli 2003. aasta mitmete oluliste muudatuste aasta

1.2003. aasta martsis joustus Kultuurkapitali seaduse muudatus, millega muudeti oluliselt seni kehtinud seadust Kultuurkapitali seaduse
muutmisega seati piirangud varaga tehingute tegemisel, konkretiseeriti vastutust, seadustati maakondlike ekspertgruppide tegevus ning
tookord, loodi siseauditi Uiksus ja tegevdirektori institutsioon muudeti juhatuseks.

2.2003. aasta aprillis asus Kultuurkapitali noukogu alluvuses uue eraldiseisva liksusena todle siseauditi osakond.

2003. aasta kevadel kuulutati vélja konkurss siseaudiitori ametikoha taitmiseks ja aprilli I6pul asus Kultuurkapitali nGukogu alluvuses ametisse
siseaudiitor. Siseauditi to0 kdigus hinnati mitmeid tegevusi, Riigikontrolli ettekirjutuste taitmist, audiitorite soovitusi jms. Siseauditi aktiivsel
osalemisel on kehtestatud mitmeid regulatsioone ja viidud labi mitmeid auditeid, mille tulemusena on stipendiumide mittesihiparase kasuta-
mise eest raha tagasi noutud.

3.2003. aasta mais valiti Kultuurkapitali ndukogu poolt maakondlike ekspertgruppide koosseisud ja juulis kinnitati maakondlike ekspertgrup-
pide pohimaarus.

Peale Kultuurkapitali seaduse muudatuse joustumist kuulutati valja konkurss maakondlike ekspertgruppide koosseisudesse aastatel 2003-
2005. Konkursi tulemusena valis ja kinnitas Kultuurkapitali néukogu 15 maakonna viieliilkmelised ekspertgrupid. Samuti kinnitas ndukogu
maakondlike ekspertgruppide pohimaaruse, mis lisaks seadusele tapsustavalt reguleerib maakondlike ekspertgruppide todd, satestab tegevu-
se ulatuse ja piirangud ning vastutuse.

4.2003. aasta juunis kinnitati Kultuurkapitali seadusest tulenevalt uus organisatsiooni struktuur. Vorreldes 2002. aastaga on struktuuriliselt
lisandunud maakondlikud ekspertgrupid ning maakondlike ekspertgruppide kontaktisikud ja raamatupidajad, kes seni tegutsesid Kultuurka-
pitali noukogu otsuse alusel. Samuti on struktuuri lisandunud siseaudiitor, juhataja asetditja, finantsist, vanemraamatupidaja, kommunikat-
sioonijuht ja Uks sihtkapitalide projektijuht. Lisaks seadusemuudatusele tingis struktuurimuudatuse Kultuurkapitalile esitatavate taotluste
arvu mahu suurenemine, teostunud projektide aruandluse kontrolli parandamine ja Uldise todkvaliteedi téstmise vajadus. Samuti annab
struktuurimuudatus selgema tilevaate Kultuurkapitalist.

Kokku on Kultuurkapitali organisatsiooni struktuuris seisuga 31.12.2003 186 ametikohta.

5.2003 aastal otsustati hasartmangumaksust kultuuriehitistele sihtotstarbeliselt laekuvate summade eraldamine Kunstimuuseumi Ehituse
SA-le Kunstimuuseumi uue hoone ehituseks ja Eesti Rahva Muuseumile hoidlahoonete ehituseks ja renoveerimiseks Raadi moisakompleksis
Alates 01.04.2002 laekub Kultuurkapitalile Hasartmangumaksu seaduse alusel 46% hasartmangumaksust, millest omakorda 63% kuulub
sihtotstarbeliselt jaotamiseks kultuuriehitiste finantseerimiseks ning 37% kuulub jaotustesse ja administratiivkuludeks. 2002. ja 2003. aastal
sihtotstarbeliselt kultuuriehitistele laekunud hasartmangumaksust otsustas Kultuurkapitali ndukogu 2003. aastaks eraldada Kunstimuu-
seumi uue hoone ehituseks 60 miljonit krooni ning igal jargneval aastal otsustatakse vastavalt hasartmangumaksu laekumisele igal aastal
jargneva aasta eraldus ule.

Samuti otsustati eraldada Eesti Rahva Muuseumile Raadi moisakompleksis asuvate hoidlahoonete Ill ehitusjargu ehituseks ja moonakamaja
renoveerimiseks ning pargi korrastamiseks 28 miljonit krooni ja Eesti Rahva Muuseumi ning Hansa Liisingu vahelise faktooringlepingu finant-
seerimiseks ajavahemikul 2003-2005 3 miljonit krooni, igal aastal 1 miljon krooni.

6.2003. aasta oktoobris valiti sihtkapitalide noukogude uued koosseisud. Sellest tulenevalt kinnitas Vabariigi Valitsus alates 08.12.2003.a
Kultuurkapitali néukogu uue koosseisu

2003. aasta kevadel I6ppes kehakultuuri ja spordi sihtkapitali eelmise koosseisu kahe-aastane ametiaeg ja veebruariks valis kultuuriminis-
ter erialaliitude ja Ghenduste poolt esitatud kandidaatide seast uue koosseisu ning oktoobris valis kultuuriminister ka Glejaanud seitsmes

sihtkapitalis uued koosseisud. Kehakultuuri ja spordi sihtkapital loodi Kultuurkapitali koosseisu alates 01.01.1997 ja seega sihtkapitali koosseisu
kinnitamine toimub iga kahe aasta tagant kevadel.

Sihtkapitalide koosseisude muutumisega muutub ka Kultuurkapitali ndukogu koosseis, mille kinnitab Vabariigi Valitsus oma otsusega. Kul-
tuurkapitali ndukogu koosseis on alates 2003. aastast 11-liikmeline. Noukogu esimees on kultuuriminister. N6ukogusse kuuluvad veel kaheksa
sihtkapitali esindajat, rahandusministri nimetatud esindaja, ja uuena kultuuriministri nimetatud esindaja.

7. Kultuurkapitali stipendiumide jagamine ja jarelevalve

2003. aastal valmistati ette stipendiumide jaotamise ja jarelevalve kord, mis reguleerib Kultuurkapitalis stipendiumide liigid, eraldamise ja sti-
pendiumide kasutamise sihiparasuse jarelevalve. Nimetatud kord kehtib alates 2004. aastast ja Kultuurkapitalis eraldatakse edaspidiselt kahte
liiki stipendiume: siht- ja toetusstipendiumid.

Sihtstipendiumide kasutamise Ulle teostab Kultuurkapital aruannete kontrolli ja stipendiumi mittesihiparase kasutamise korral nduab stipen-
diumisumma tagasi. Aruandevdlglastele Kultuurkapital stipendiume ei anna.

Samuti oleme tohustanud stipendiumide taotlejate teenindamise kvaliteeti ja soovime seda teha ka edaspidi. Taiustatud on arvutististeeme,
et parandada informatsiooni kvaliteeti ja informatsiooni liitkumise kiirust.

Stipendiumide ja toetuste taotlused ja eraldused

Kultuurkapitali jatkusuutlik areng taotluste mahu ja taotletavate rahasummade kasvades.

Kultuurkapital jaotab stipendiume neli korda aastas ning stipendiumitaotluste esitamise tahtajad on 20. veebruar, 20. mai, 20. august ja

20. november. Iga jaotusega suureneb stipendiumide taotluste arv ning tiha rohkem kiisitakse raha esitatud projektide rahastamiseks. Iga
taotlemise korraga esitatakse tiha paremini ettevalmistatud projekte ning paremini kirjutatud taotlusi, mis teeb otsustamise tiha raskemaks.
Kultuurkapitali sihtkapitalid vaatasid 2003. aastal tle oma sihtkapitalide jaotuspohimotted ja teevad seda edaspidiselt igal aastal. See on vaja-

lik, et taotlejatele delda konkreetselt, milliseid projekte Kultuurkapital finantseerib ja millises mahus.

2003. aastal jatkati ka Kultuurkapitali ndukogu ja sihtkapitalide ndukogude poolsete varasemate algatuste toetamist (nt. eristipendiumid “Ela
jasara”, tolkeprogramm “Traducta”, ajakirjade ja ajalehtede toetamine) ning projektide rahastamist esitatud taotluste alusel.

Kultuurkapitali administratiivkulud

Kultuurkapitali administratiivkulud jagunevad viieks — ndukogu, kantselei, sihtkapitalide, maakondlike ekspertgruppide ja siseauditi kuludeks.
Administratiivkulud kokku olid 2003. aastal 6,78 miljonit krooni.

Kantselei administratiivkulu oli kokku 1,704 miljonit krooni. Kantselei t66 on tagada Kultuurkapitali noukogu, sihtkapitalide ja maakondlike eks-
pertgruppide t66, tagada taotlejate kvaliteetne teenindamine, stipendiumide saajatele digeaegne ning tapne stipendiumide valjamaksmine
ning kontrollida raha kasutamise sihiparasust koostoos sihtkapitalide ja maakondlike ekspertgruppidega. Sihtkapitalide kuludest moodustas
suurema osa (0,775 miljonit krooni) ekspertiisitasud tulenevalt 56 inimese poolt 6725 taotlusele eksperthinnangu andmisest. Maakondlike eks-
pertgruppide ja nende tegevusega seotud kulud (0,188 miljonit krooni) on seotud 15 maakonnas taotluste vastuvdtmise, neile eksperthinnangu
andmise, stipendiumide valjamaksmise ning raamatupidamisarvestuse pidamisega.

Kultuurkapitalis oli 2003. aastal hdivatud 142 eksperti (Kultuurkapitali ndukogu, sihtkapitalide ndukogud, ekspertgrupid) ja té6tajaid 35 ini-
mest. 2003. aastal moodustasid Kultuurkapitali to6joukulud kokku 2,222 miljonit krooni, kasvades aastaga ligi kaks korda. Toojoukulude kasvu
tingis tootajate arvu kasv 4,8 korda ja vahene palgakulude kasv.

Kultuurkapitali juhataja to6tasud moodustasid majandusaastal 0,325 miljonit krooni, mis on 1,4 korda rohkem kui eelmisel aastal. Noukogu
liikmete tootasu moodustas 0,152 miljonit krooni.

Management Report

Introduction

The Cultural Endowment of Estonia (hereinafter the Cultural Endowment) is a legal person in public law the objective of the activities of which
is to support the arts, folk culture, physical fitness and sport and the construction and renovation of cultural buildings by the accumulating of
funds and distributing thereof for specific purposes. Grants of the Cultural Endowment for individuals are equivalent to state grants.

The Cultural Endowment supports the areas of culture listed in the Cultural Endowment of Estonia Act from proceeds from the alcohol and
tobacco excice duty and gambling tax, income from fixed capital, property donations and bequests made in favour of the Cultural Endowment,
income from other economic activities and other earnings.

The year of 2003 was a year of substantial changes to the Cultural Endowment of Estonia

1. In March 2003 the amendment to the Cultural Endowment Act entered into force, thereby substantially changing the current act.

With the amendment to the Cultural Endowment Act limits were set to the transactions regarding the assets, responsibility were specified,
the activities and operating procedures of the county expert groups were legally regulated, the unit of internal audit was created and the
institution of the Executive Director was changed into the Management Board.

2.In April 2003 the internal audit department started as a separate unit reporting to the Supervisory Board of the Cultural Endowment.
In spring 2003 a competition was held for the office of the internal auditor and at the end April the internal auditor reporting directly to the

Supervisory Board of Cultural Endowment commenced work. Active participation of the internal audit has resulted in several regulations and
audits, the outcome of which has been the reclamation of the grants not used purposefully.

3.In May 2003 the memberships of the county expert groups were approved by the Supervisory Board of the Cultural Endowment and in July
the statute of the county expert groups was adopted.

After the amendment of the Cultural Endowment Act enetered into force a competition was held to establish the memberships of the county
expert groups in 2003-2005. As an outcome of the competition, the Supervisory Board of the Cultural Endowment selected and approved 15
county expert groups consisting of five members each. The Supervisory Board also approved the statute of the county expert groups thatin
addition to the Act provides more specific regulations on the work of the county expert groups, stating their range of activity and limitations
and responsibility.

4. InJune 2003 the new structure of the organization was endorsed pursuant to the Cultural Endowment of Estonia Act.

Compared to the year 2000 the structural changes have brought along county expert groups and their contact persons and accountants who
previously used to act on the resolutions of the Supervisory Board of the Cultural Endowment. The changes have also given rise to the offices of
internal auditor, vice chairman, financial analyst, senior accountant, communications manager and one project manager of the endowments.
The structural changes were the result of not only the amendment to the act, but also the larger amount of applications submitted to the
Cultural Endowment, better inspection of the project reports and the overall need for raising the quality of work. The structural changes also
provide a clearer overview of the Cultural Endowment.

As at 31 December 2003 the Cultural Endowment employs 186 people.

5.1n 2003 a resolution was adopted to allocate the gambling tax revenues earmarked for cultural construction purposes to the Art Museum
Building Foundation for the construction of the new Art Museum and to the Estonian National Museum for the construction of storage
buildings and renovation works in Raadi Manor complex.

As of 01 April 2002 the Cultural Endowment receives 46 per cent of the gambling tax pursuant to the Gambling Tax Act, 63 per cent of which
has been earmarked for financing cultural buildings and 37 per cent for allocations and administrative expenses. From the proceeds from the
gambling tax collected in 2002 and 2003 the Supervisory Board of the Cultural Endowment decided to allocate 60 million kroons in 2003 for
the construction of the new Art Museum building, whereas in subsequent years allocations are to be considered according to the proceeds
from the gambling tax of the particular year. Also the resolution was adopted to allocate 28 million kroons to the Estonian National Museum
for the Ill stage construction of storage buildings in Raadi manor complex, renovation of the peasant house and the arrangements in the park.
In order to finance the factoring contract between the Estonian National Museum and Hansa Liising the Museum is to receive 3 million kroons
in 2003-2005, 1 million kroons per year.

6. In October 2003 the new memberships of the endowment panels were elected. As a result the Government of the Republic approved the
new membership of the Supervisory Board of the Cultural Endowment as at 08 December 2003.

In spring 2003 the two-year term of office of the previous Endowment for Physical Fitness and Sport came to an end and by February the Mi-
nister of Culture had elected the new membership from the candidates nominated by the professional associations. In October the Minister of
Culture also appointed the new memberships in other seven endowments. The Endowment for Physical Fitness and Sport was established on
o1January 1997 and the memberships of the endowments are approved in spring every two years.

The changes in the memberships of the endowments result in the changes in the Supervisory Board that is approved by the resolution of the
Government of the Republic. Since 2003 the Supervisory Board consists of 11 members. The Minister of Culture is the Chairman of the Board.
The Supervisory Board comprises of eight representatives of endowments, a representative appointed by the Minister of Finance and newly
also a representative appointed by the Minister of Culture.

7. Distribution and supervision of grants by the Cultural Endowment.

In 2003 the grant distribution and supervision procedures were prepared, regulating the types of grants in the Cultural Endowment,
distribution thereof and supervision of their use. These procedures have been applied since 2004 and henceforth two types of grants are
awarded in the Cultural Endowment: targeted and subsistence grants.

To check on the use of targeted grants the Cultural Endowment inspects on the basis of reports and the grants not used purposefully are
expected to be returned. No grants are awarded to those who have failed to report on their usage.

We have also improved the quality of services to the applicants and we wish to continue to do so in the future. Computer systems have also
been enhanced in order to improve the quality and speed of information exchange.

Applications and allocations of grants

Sustainable development of the Cultural Endowment in the view on increased number of applications and the sums applied for.
Grants are distributed four times a year and the closing dates for applications are 20 February, 20 May, 20 August and 20 November.
The number of applications increases with every distribution, meanwhile larger amounts of money are applied for in order to finance the
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submitted projects. The applications and projects submitted improve continually, making it harder for the Cultural Endowment to reach a
decision. The distribution principles were reviewed by the Endowments in 2003 and will henceforth continue to do so every year. It is necessary
in order to inform the applicants which projects and to what extent are a subject to support.

In 2003 the earlier initiatives of the Supervisory Board and endowment panels also received further support (e.g. special grants “Ela ja sara”

(“Live and Shine”), translation programme “Traducta”, support to journals and newspapers) and financing of the projects on the basis of the
applications submitted.

Investments

The fixed capital of the Cultural Endowment is 33 million kroons. According to the Cultural Endowment of Estonia Act the organization is not
allowed to own real estate whose acquisition cost exceeds the fixed capital of the Cultural Endowment by 10 per cent.

In 2003 the Supervisory Board elected Sampo Varahalduse AS in an open competition as the administrative of the capital stock..

In 2003 investments evaluated as risky pusuant to amendments to the act, investments into shares in particular, were liquidated.

Administrative expenditure of the Cultural Endowment

Administrative expenditure of the Cultural Endowment has been divided into five categories — Supervisory Board, office, endowments, county
expert groups and internal audit expenditures. The total administrative expenditure in 2003 was 6.78 million kroons.

Total administrative expenditure of the office was 1.704 million kroons. The office is to ensure the performance of the Supervisory Board,
endowments and county expert groups, quality services to applicants, timely and precise payments of grants and the inspection of the use of

the sums in co-operation with the endowments and county expert groups. The majority of the expenditure of the endowments (0.775 million
kroons) comprised fees paid to 56 individuals for expert analyses of 6,725 applications. The expenditure of county expert groups and their
operating costs (0.188 milion kroons) are related to accepting applications in 15 counties, providing expert analyses, payment of grants and
keeping of accounts.

In 2003, the Cultural Endowment employed 142 experts (Supervisory Board, endowment panels, expert groups) and staff of 35. Labour costs
stood at 2.222 million kroons in 2003, having increased nearly twice in a year. The rise in labour costs was the result of an increase in staff by 4.8
times and the modest growth in wage expenditure.

The annual remuneration of the chairman of the Cultural Endowment was 0.325 million kroons, which exceeds the previous year by 1.4 times.
The remuneration of the members of the Supervisory Board was 0.152 million kroons.

Uldpohimétted

Eesti Kultuurkapitali 2003. aasta raamatupidamise aastaaruanne
on koostatud kooskdlas Eesti Vabariigi hea raamatupidamis-
tavaga, mis tugineb rahvusvaheliselt tunnustatud arvestuse ja
aruandluse pohimotetele. Hea raamatupidamistava pohinduded
on kehtestatud Eesti Vabariigi Raamatupidamise seadusega ning
seda tdiendavad Raamatupidamise Toimkonna poolt valjaantud
juhendid.

Eesti Kultuurkapitali raamatupidamise aastaaruande koostamisel
kasutatakse Eesti Vabariigi raamatupidamise seaduses kehtesta-
tud bilansiskeemi. Tulemiaruanne on koostatud raamatupidamise
seadusega kehtestatud kasumiaruande skeemi 2 pohjal, mille
kirjete struktuuri on muudetud lahtudes Eesti Kultuurkapitali
tegevuse eriparast.

Majandusaasta algas o1,jaanuaril ja I6ppes 31.detsembril 2003.
Raamatupidamise aastaaruande arvnaitajad on esitatud Eesti
kroonides.

Majandustehinguid kirjendatakse soetamismaksumuse printsiibi
jargi nende tekkimise momendil tegelikus vaartuses. Stipendiu-
mid ja toetused Uksikisikutele vordsustatakse riiklike stipendiumi-
dega (alus: Eesti Kultuurkapitali seadus § 11g 1). Raamatupidamise
aruanded koostatakse tekkepdhise arvestuspohimatte kohaselt.

Arvestuspohimotete muutus

Tuginedes raamatupidamise Toimkonna juhendi ,Eraldised,
potentsiaalsed kohustused ja potentsiaalsed varad” (RTJ8) sétetele
moodustati stipendiumide ja toetuste andmise otsuste alusel

ja nende otsuste avalikustamisel eraldised, senise bilansivalise
kohustusena kajastamise asemel. Arvestuspohimotte muutuse
tulemusena on korrigeeritud 2003 a. aastaaruandes esitatud 2002
a.vordlusandmeid, mille tulemusel vahenes 2002 aasta aruande-
aasta tulem 25390 200 krooni vorra. Muutustest tulenev méju on
kajastatud omakapitali muutuste aruandes.

General principles

The 2003 annual accounts of the Cultural Endowment of
Estonia have been compiled in accordance with the accounting
principles generally accepted in Estonia, that are based on the
internationally recognized principles of accounting and reporting.
The generally accepted accounting principles have been laid
down in the Accounting Act of the Republic of Estonia and it

is supplemented by the guidelines issued by the Accounting
Standards Board.

In preparing the Annual Report of the Cultural Endowment of
Estonia the balance sheet format established in the Accounting
Act of the Republic of Estonia is applied. The profit/loss account
is based on the income statement format 2; meanwhile the
structure of entries has been changed according to the specific
character of the activities of the Cultural Endowment.

The financial year began1January and ended on 31 December
2003. The figures in the Annual Report have been accounted in
their actual value at the moment of acquisition according to the
acquisition principle.

Economic transactions have been accounted by their actual
value at the moment of acquisition according to the principle
of acquisition cost. Grants to individuals are equivalent to state
grants (basis: Cultural Endowment of Estonia Act Section 1
subsection 1). Accounting records are drawn according to the
accrual method of accounting.

Change in accounting policies

Based on the provisions in the Accounting Standards Board
guideline “Provisions, Contingent Liabilities and Contingent
Assets” (RTJ8) appropriations were formed based on the
resolutions to award grants and publication thereof in place of
former presentation of off-balance-sheet items. The change in
accounting policies has resulted in correcting the 2002 reference

Tulude ja kulude arvestus

Eesti Kultuurkapitali tulu moodustub riigieelarvesse laekunud
alkoholi- ja tubakaaktsiisist, hasartmangumaksust, Kultuurka-
pitali heaks tehtavatest varalistest annetustest ja parandustest,
Kultuurkapitali vara paigutamisest saadavat tulust ja muust
majandustegevusest saadavast tulust (alus: Eesti Kultuurkapitali
seadus § 4)

Kultuurkapitali aastatulust eraldatakse parast pohikapitali taien-
damist ja vastavalt hasartmangumaksu seadusele (§ 71g 2 p1)
kultuuriehitiste sihtotstarbeliselt laekunud summade eraldamist
75 % sihtkapitalide kasutusse ning 25 % maakondlike ekspert-
gruppide kasutusse, kultuurivaldkondade vaheliste ja maakonna
kultuurivaldkonna projektide finantseerimiseks ning halduskulu-
deks (alus: Eesti Kultuurkapitali seadus § 47 1g 3).

Tulud ja kulud kajastatakse tekkepohise arvestuspohimotte alusel.
Intressitulu kajastatakse tekkepohiselt ja dividenditulu kajastatak-
se vastava ndudediguse tekkimisel.

Liihiajaliste finantsinvesteeringute arvestus

Lihiajalised finantsinvesteeringud aktsiatesse ja volakirjadesse
on bilansis hinnatud lihtudes nende diglasest vaartusest. Oiglase
vaartuse hindamisel on aluseks finantsinvesteeringu turuvaartus
bilansipaeval. Juhtudel kui diglast vaartust ei ole véimalik usaldus-
vaarselt hinnata, on lthiajalised finantsinvesteeringud hinnatud
bilansis korrigeeritud soetusmaksumuses.

Pikaajaliste finantsinvesteeringute arvestus

Pikaajalised finantsinvesteeringud, v.a. lunastustahtajani hoitavad
finantsinstrumendid, on bilansis kajastatud diglase vaartuse
meetodil. Vaartuse muutusest tulenevad kasumid ja kahjumid
kajastatakse aruandeperioodi tulemiaruandes.

Muud pikaajalised finantsinvesteeringud, mida ettevéte kavatseb
hoida lunastustahtajani, kajastatakse bilansis korrigeeritud soe-

data in the 2003 Annual Report, as result of which the net income
for 2002 decreased by 25,390,200 kroons. The impact of the
changes has been recorded in the owner’s equity report.

Cash and cash equivalents

Cash and cash equivalents is comprised of cash in bank and in
hand, demand deposits and short-term deposits in banks. The
cash flow statement provides an overview of the cash flow from
the core activities by indirect method. Cash flow from investment
and financing activities is reflected by direct method.

Upon depositing and investing the principle of not placing
deposits exceeding more than 40 per cent of the assets of the
Cultural Endowment with one credit institution is followed (basis:
Cultural Endowment of Estonia Act Section 6 Subsection 7).

Revenue and expenditure accounting

The income of the Cultural Endowment of Estonia is comprised
of proceeds from the alcohol and tobacco excise duty and the
gambling tax paid into the state budget, material donations

and bequests made in favour of the Cultural Endowment,
income received from investments of the assets of the Cultural
Endowment and income from other economic activities (basis:
Cultural Endowment of Estonia Act Section 4).

After the increase in fixed capital and allocation of the funds
intended for cultural buildings pursuant to the Gambling Tax

Act (Section 7 subsection 2 clause 1) 75 per cent of the annual
revenue is placed at the disposal of the endowments and 25 per
cent at the disposal of the county expert groups for financing
cross-disciplinary and county-based cultural projects and to cover
administrative expenses (basis: Cultural Endowment of Estonia
Act Section 4" subsection 3). Income and expenditure are reflected
using the accrual method of accounting. Interest income is
reflected on the accrual basis of accounting and dividend income
when the respective right of claim arises.

Accounting for short-term investments

Short-term financial investments into shares and bonds have
been evaluated at fair value on the balance sheet. The basis for
calculating the fair value is the market value of the financial
investment on the date of the balance sheet. In case the fair value
cannot be evaluated in a reliable manner short-term investments
have been evaluated on the balance sheet according to corrected
acquisition cost. Upon making the investments the following
principle is followed according to which the value of securities
issued by one person and persons belonging to the same group
with that person must not total more than 20 per cent of the fixed
capital of the Cultural Endowment (basis: Cultural Endowment of
Estonia Act Section 6" subsection 8). In making the investments
the principle is followed according to which the value of securities

Nouete ja viitlaekumiste hindamine

Kinnisvarainvesteeringute arvestus

Kinnisvarainvesteeringuks on vara, mida hoitakse eesmargiga toe-
tada Eestiteenekate kultuuritegelaste perekondi ja/voi renditulu
teenimise- ja vaartuse kasvu eesmarkidel. Kinnisvarainvesteering
on voetud bilansis arvele tema soetusmaksumuses, mis sisaldab
ka soetamisega otseselt seonduvaid tehingutasusid.

Kinnisvarainvesteering hinnatakse bilansipaeval tema oiglases
vaartuses kasutades professionaalsete hindajate abi. Oiglase
vaartuse maaramisel on lahtutud objekti turuhinnast, milleks
loetakse soodsaimat hinda, mida muilja voiks saada avatud turul
objekti miumisel voi ostja selle ostmisel. Vadrtuse muutusest
tulenevad kasumid voi kahjumid on kajastatud aruandeperioodi
tulemiaruandes.

Kinnisvarainvesteeringute tegemisel [ahtutakse printsiibist, et
Eesti Kultuurkapital ei voi omada kinnisvara soetusvaartuses roh-
kem kui1o % Kultuurkapitali pohikapitalist (alus: Eesti Kultuurka-
pitali seadus § 67 1g 6).

Accounting for long-term investments

Long-term investments, except financial instruments held until
maturity, have been recorded on the balance sheet using the fair
value accounting model. Profits and losses resulting from changes
in value are reflected in the income statement for the accounting
period. Other long-term financial investments that the enterprise
intends to hold until maturity have been evaluated on the balance
sheet according to corrected acquisition cost.

Evaluation of receivablee and accrued income

Receivables and accrued income are evaluated separately and
pursuant to the principle of conservatism are recorded on the
balance sheet proceeding from the sums that are likely to be
collected. Uncollectible receivables are charged off at the end of
the accounting period and are shown with a minus sign on the
balance sheet.

Accounting for investment properties

Investment properties are assets that are held with the purpose of
supporting the families of merited Estonian cultural figures and/
or in order to earn income from rent and profit from a rise in the
value of such assets. Real estate investments have been recorded
on the balance sheet at acquisition cost, which also includes
transaction fees directly related to acquisition. A real estate
investment is evaluated on the balance sheet date at fair value

by a professional valuator. The fair value is determined on the
basis of the market value of the object, which is the best value the
seller would receive upon selling the object in the open market or
that the buyer would get upon purchasing the object. Profits and
losses resulting from changes in value are recorded in the income
statement for the accounting period. Upon making real estate
investments the principle that the Cultural Endowment must not
own property whose acquisition cost is in excess of 10 per cent

of the fixed capital of the Cultural Endowment (basis: Cultural
Endowment of Estonia Act Section 67 subsection 6) is followed.

Accounting for non-current tangible assets

Upon recording non-current tangible assets on the balance sheet
accumulated depreciation and write-downs resulting from a
decline in the value of an asset have been deducted from the
acquisition cost. Proceeding from the principle of materiality
such items whose acquisition cost exceeds 10,000 kroons and
whose useful life is at least one year are recorded as non-current

Eraldise realiseerumisega kaasnevaid kulutusi hinnatakse bi-
lansipaeva seisuga ning eraldise suurust hinnatakse uuesti igal
bilansipaeval. Juhul kui eraldis realiseerub tdendoliselt rohkem kui
Uhe aasta parast, kajastatakse seda diskonteeritud niitidisvaartu-
ses.

A commercial lease contract is considered to be capital lease if

all material risks and benefits associated with ownership of the
asset are transferred to the lessee from the moment of entering
into contract. Otherwise the commercial lease in considered to be
operating lease. The classification of commercial lease as capital
or operating lease depends on the content and not the legal form
of the contract. In case of operating lease the leased item is not
recorded in the accounts.

Accounting for provisions

Provisions are formed if the event giving rise to a liability
occurred prior to the balance sheet date and realization of the
liability is likely and the amount of money can be measured in a
reliable manner. The Cultural Endowment makes provisions for
the liabilities that arise from the resolutions of the Supervisory
Board, endowments and/or county expert groups and have been
disclosed and notified to the other party. The expenditure related
to realization of the provision is evaluated as at the balance sheet
date and the size of the provision is re-evaluated on every balance
sheet date. In case the provision is likely to be realized later

than in one year, it will be recorded at discounted present value.
Discounting is based on the prevailing market interest rates on
similar obligations.

Cash flow statement

The cash flow statement has been prepared using the indirect
method —in stating the cash flow from the primary activity the
operating income has been corrected by eliminating the impact
of non-monetary transactions and changes in the balances of
current assets and short-term liabilities related to core activities.

Post-balance-sheet events

The annual accounts provide an overview of material
circumstances affecting evaluation of the assets and liabilities
that occurred between the balance sheet date of 31 December
2003 and the date the report was prepared but are related to
transactions carried out during to the accounting period or during
earlier periods. Post-balance-sheet events that have not been
taken into consideration upon evaluating the assets and liabilities
but may have a significant impact on the results of the next
financial year and/or public statement have been disclosed in the
appendices to the Annual Report.
